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FOREWARD

Public Law 100-656, the Business Opportunity Development Reform Act of 1988, amended the Small Business Act to emphasize acquisition planning. The law
requires agencies to compile and make available projections of contracting opportunities that small businesses (including minority, women-owned, HUBZone,
veteran-owned, and service-disabled veteran-owned) may be able to perform.

The Department of Homeland Security (DHS) Forecast of Contract Opportunities includes projections of all anticipated contract actions above $100,000 that
small businesses may be able to perform under direct contracts with DHS, or perform part of the effort through subcontract arrangements with the Department’s
large business prime contractors.
