Human trafficking is a form of modern-day slavery and involves the use of force, fraud, or 
coercion to exploit men, women or children and subject them into some type of labor or 
commercial sex act. Any minor exploited for commercial sex is a victim of human trafficking, 
even if not induced by force, fraud, or coercion. 

Trafficking victims can be any age, race, gender, or nationality. Victims can find themselves in a 
foreign country and may not speak the language.
