CRCL Meets with Sikh Student Interns

CRCL hosted a group of Sikh college and law school
interns, coordinated by the advocacy group United Sikhs.
The meeting was held to provide the students an overview
of the Department’s work and its many mission areas.

CRCL shared how their robust community engagement
program works to build trust with law enforcement and
federal partners among diverse communities across the
country. Our representative also explained how the
community feedback they receive can inform and improve
DHS policies.

Transportation Security Administration (TSA) and U.S. Citizenship and Immigration Services (USCIS) also
gave presentations. TSA Assistant Administrator Kimberly Walton spoke on how the agency protects civil
rights and civil liberties in their interactions with the traveling public. A representative from USCIS’ Public
Engagement Division gave an overview of their public outreach programs and public education initiatives.
Both agencies also provided information on career opportunities and encouraged the students to consider using
their skills and talents to support the homeland security mission.
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CRCL Participates in Latino-Jewish Leadershlp Council Advocacy Meetlnqs
This month, CRCL participated in the Latino- :
Jewish Leadership Council’s advocacy
meetings in Washington, DC. The Council
gathered for two days of meetings with White
House advisors, Department of Homeland
Security and Department of Justice (DOJ)
officials, and members of Congress.

CRCL’s Community Engagement lead
Kareem Shora sat on a panel with attorneys
from DOJ’s Civil Rights Division. He spoke ‘ o
on CRCL’s role to safeguard civil rights and civil liberties and build trust with diverse communities as it relates
to the Department’s enforcement priorities and other matters. He also underscored how CRCL’s engagement
work has contributed to changes and improvements in certain DHS policies. The discussion aligned with the
Council’s priorities, which are foreign policy, immigration reform, and combating discrimination and bigotry.

The Council, established earlier this year and convened by the American Jewish Committee, is comprised of
more than 35 prominent figures in the Latino and Jewish communities across the U.S. The bipartisan group
aims to further strengthen Latino-Jewish cooperation in advocating for issues of shared concerns and values
cherished by both communities.

This interactive format allows everyone on the site to
see the issues that are most important to other participants, and which ideas generate the most interest and
support. The Department’s Office of Policy staff will moderate and contribute to discussions on an occasional
basis, and incorporate key ideas into the strategy review process as appropriate.
